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SAFETY

Every Aman project, large or small, is engineered for safety, both
for the work force and for the general public. Project planning
and safety engineering must be backed by well-trained and
safety-conscious personnel.

Aman’s management has stressed that training and safety
issues are to receive the highest priority. Corporate policy
dictates that safe operations shall always take precedence over
cost and expediency issues.

BEHAVIOR BASED SAFETY

As projects and regulations have evolved over the last several
years, Aman has come to realize that even the best safety
programs can easily grow stagnate. Itis a constant effort to keep
complacency towards safety out of the workforce. To increase
our effectiveness and ensure that safety is not just a practice, but
a culture, Aman has adopted a Behavior-Based Safety Program
(BBS) to empower our staff and embed safe work practices into
every task we perform.

BBS is a process that provides a higher level of safety excellence
by promoting proactive responses, building ownership, and
developing opportunities which relate to employee safety. A
primary concept of BBS is that most accidents are due to unsafe
behavior. Behavior changes, therefore, can be made to
significantly reduce accident risk.

Safe behaviors include: following health and safety plans, using
work practices that minimize risk, coaching others on safe
behavior, and having safety as a priority over speed and
convenience.
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Aman recognizes that in order for BBS to work, each employee
must hold safety in the highest value. Employees feel responsible
for the safety of their coworkers as well as themselves.

At Aman, we provide clearly defined safety expectations and
enforce consequences for observed at-risk behavior. Most
importantly, through employee observations and checklists, we
provide positive feedback for safe behavior as well as intervene
when observing at-risk behavior. We work as a Team in all aspects
of our projects - safety being the highest priority.

A TRAINING

Aman, as a member of the URS family, maintains a stringent, formal
health and safety program. All environmental employees, per
OSHA requirements (29 CFR 1910.120), are 40-hour trained. A
yearly 8-hour refresher course is provided to ensure current
certifications. Additionally, on the job, site-specific health and safety
training is provided based on the specific job related activities.
Monthly in-house training meetings are conducted to address
pertinent topics learned and related to current projects. Employees
are also encouraged to attend job-related outside seminars.

All health and safety training is documented and files are kept on
each employee to ensure that all levels of training are obtained
including medical monitoring. Each employee, prior to
employment, receives a baseline physical. On a yearly basis, each
employee undergoes a complete physical which is then reviewed
and compared to the baseline physical by URS toxicologists and
other medical professionals.
